Introduction to the Budget 
 

i 

The City’s annual budget represents a plan for funding the identified priorities, programs and services of city government. The 
budget provides the ability to review and approve the programs and level of services to be provided to our citizens.  

CITY FUNDS 
The City's budget consists of individual funds organized into two main categories: appropriated (governmental) funds and 
non-appropriated funds.  

Appropriated Funds are generally known as the tax-supported funds where a significant portion of the revenue received is 
from tax revenues. There are two primary appropriated funds: the General Fund and the Sales/Use Tax Fund.  

The General Fund is the City’s primary operating account which funds the day-to-day operating activities for most of 
the services provided to the public including public safety, highways and streets, and culture and recreation. The 
primary revenue sources for the General Fund are the first penny sales tax and property taxes.  
The Sales/Use Tax Fund accounts for capital purchases such as land acquisition, infrastructure improvements such as 
streets, acquisition or construction of buildings, and other improvements to facilities or property such as parks. The 
main source of revenue for the Sales/Use Tax Fund is the second penny (.92) sales/use tax.  
The other governmental funds account for resources that are dedicated to a specific purpose or use. These funds are 
either supported by a specific revenue source (special revenue and permanent funds) or are dedicated to specific 
capital projects.  

Non-Appropriated Funds are either fee-supported such as the Enterprise Funds or supported by internal charges and 
contributions such as the Internal Service or Fiduciary (trust) Funds.  

The Enterprise Funds account for the business-type activities of the City.  Demands for service determine the amount 
of resources necessary to provide the established service levels. 
The Internal Service Funds are used to effectively accumulate and allocate costs internally among the City’s various 
functions.  Much like the enterprise funds, the internal service funds are driven by service levels. These funds are 
mainly supported by charges to other departments for services or equipment. 
The Fiduciary Funds are the City’s two pension trust funds. The contributions collected from both the City and the 
individual employees are held in trust for the payment of pension benefits. 

BUDGET BREAKDOWN 
In addition to organizing the budget by fund, the budget is broken down into separate components to further identify the 
sources and uses of budgetary resources within each fund. In general, the level of detail provided stops at the category 
level (personnel, other operating, capital, etc.) as the fund itself limits the use of resources to a specific program or activity. 
Further breakdowns are provided for the General Fund as the programs and activities funded vary significantly. The same 
varied activities apply to the Sales/Use Tax Fund; however, the Capital Program supplements the budget by providing the 
detail of proposed capital expenditures.  

BUDGET COMPARISONS 

In order to provide for a direct comparison from one budget year to another, the 2008 budget shown on the following pages 
has been adjusted to account for transfers of responsibility from one budget to another. These changes are as follows: 

• The move of the external audit contract from Finance to City Council 
• The move of the Human Relations Commission from Human Resources to Attorney 
• The agency contracts have been reallocated from the General Governmental Services to specific departments  

EXPLANATION OF NOTABLE REVENUE PROJECTIONS: 
• Property Tax –2.9% CPI in accordance with SDCL 10-13-35, and 4.8% Growth which is a 7.7% increase over the 

2008 county certified levy. The budget reflects an 8.3% increase due to the fact that the budget estimate for growth in 
2008 was less than the actual county certification. 

• Sales/Use Tax – 6.5% growth compounded over the 2007 actual. 
• Front Footage Tax – includes a 10 cent per front foot adjustment adopted on 6/16/2008.  
• Enterprise Funds – includes rate adjustments adopted on 6/16/2008 for Electric Light, Sanitary Landfill, Water,  and
