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SURVEY BACKGROUND

About The National Citizen Suweym

The National Citizen Survey ™ (Tl’le NCS™)isa collaborative effort between National Research
Center, Inc. (NRC) and the International City and County Management Association (ICMA).

The National Citizen Survey™ was developed to provide local jurisdictions an accurate, affordable
and easy way to assess and interpret resident opinion about important community issues. While
standardization of question Wording and survey methods provicle the rigor to assure valid results,
each juris&iction has enoug}l ﬂexibility to construct a customized version of The National Citizen
Survey™ that asks residents about key local services and important local issues.

Results offer insight into residents’ perspectives about local government performance and as such
provicle important benchmarks for jurisclictions worlzing on per£ormance measurement. The
National Citizen SurveyTM is designed to help with Luclget, land use and strategic planning as well
as to communicate with local residents. The National Citizen Survey™ permits questions to test
support for local policies and answers to its questions also speale to community trust and

involvement in communi’cy-buﬂding activities as well as to resident clemographic characteristics.

The survey and its administration are standardized to assure high quality survey methods and
comparal)le results across The National Citizen Survey ™ jurisdictions. Participating households
are selected at random and the household member who responcls is selected without bias. Multiple
mailings give each household more than one chance to participate with self-addressed and postage
paid envelopes. Results are statisticauy weighted to reflect the proper demographic composition of

the entire community.

The National Citizen Survey ™ customized for this jurisdiction was developecl in close
cooperation with local juriscliction staff. The City of Sioux Falls staff selected items from a menu
of questions about services and community problems ; they defined the juriscliction boundaries we
used for samphng ; and ‘chey provided the appropriate letterhead and signatures for mailings. City
of Sioux Falls staff also determined local interest in a variety of add-on options for The National

Citizen Survey ™ Basic Service.

One of the add-on options that Sioux Falls chose to include was an open—endecl policy question.
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About Closed-ended and Open~ended Questions:

Questions can either be asked in a closed-ended or open-ended manner. A closed-ended question
is one where a set of response options is listed on the survey. Those talzing the survey responcl to
cach option listed. Qpen—ended questions have no answer choices from which responclents select
their response. Instead, respondents must “create” their own answers and state them in their own
words. The verbatim responses are categorizecl Ly topic area using codes. An "other" category is

used for responses £aﬂing outside the coded categories. In general, a code is assigned when at least
5-10% of responses will fit the code.

Advantages of an open—ended question inclu(le:

Responses are not prompted, allowing respondents to provide answers that are not

anticipatecl or well known.
This type of question tends to capture response options that come to mind most quiclzly.

The final result can be richer, since verbatim responses are included in an appendix, giving

you and others a chance to “hear” the voice of responclents in their own words.

There is a smaller risk of missing important dimensions.
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UNDERSTANDING THE RESULTS

Verbatims

Respondents were asked to record their opinions about Sioux Falls in the foﬂowing question:

What is the primary reason you live in Sioux Falls?

The verbatim responses were categorizecl Ly topic area and those topics are reportecl in the
foﬂowing table with the percent of responses given in cach category. Appenclix A includes a full
set of verbatim responses. Those verbatim responses are grouped l)y the first topic listed in each
comment whenever a respon&ent mentioned more than a single topic. Verbatim comments that
contain more than one topic nevertheless appear only once in Appendix A (in the category of the
first topic listed). Because these responses were handwritten by survey participants, they are

presentecl in verbatim form, including any typographical, grammar or other mistakes.

Results from the open—enclecl question are best understood 1)y reviewing the table of £requencies

that summarize responses as well as the actual verbatim responses themselves.
