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ARTICLE IV.  CHARTER REVISION COMMISSION 
Sec. 2-40.  Charter revision commission established. 

There is hereby created an advisory commission to be known as the Sioux Falls Charter 
Revision Commission. The commission shall consist of five members appointed by the 
mayor with the advice and consent of the city council.

Sec. 2-41.  Duties; public meetings. 

The commission may deliver a report to the city election authorities framing and 
proposing amendments to the Sioux Falls Home Rule Charter which it deems advisable. 
The commission shall hold at least one public meeting each calendar year for the purpose 
of receiving recommendations from the public regarding revisions to the charter and to 
take action upon any matters before the commission relating to proposed charter 
revisions.

Sec. 2-42.  Officers and rules. 

The commission shall elect such officers as it deems necessary. It may adopt formal 
written rules for the conduct of its business and proceedings.

The city attorney shall be an ex-officio member of the commission and shall serve as its 
legal advisor.
